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Preface

ITASEC is the Italian Conference on Cybersecurity, an annual event supported and organized by the
CINI Cybersecurity National Lab at its 10th edition in 2026. Similarly to the previous edition, also
in 2026, ITASEC has joined forces with the Conference on “Security and Rights in the Cyber Space”
(SERICS) supported and organized by the SERICS Foundation under the PNRR (National Recovery and
Resilience Plan) – Next Generation EU.

The Joint National Conference on Cybersecurity (ITASEC & SERICS 2026) was held on February
09-13, 2026 in Cagliari at Università degli Studi di Cagliari.

As in previous editions, ITASEC26 included a Scientific and Technical (S&T) Track gathering the
interdisciplinary contribution of researchers, policy and industry experts in the field of Cybersecurity.
It is thought of as a forum to meet, discuss, and exchange experiences among people coming from the
academy and industry who are interested in cybersecurity and including several results achieved in the
context of the SERICS Extended Partnership.

The conference solicited two types of submissions: original contributions to be included in this
post-proceedings, and presentation-only contributions of already published or preliminary work. We
received 161 submissions, including 92 original manuscripts. After the review process, the committee
accepted 71 papers in the original category, which are included in this post-proceedings volume. Other
59 papers from the presentation-only category have been accepted to be presented at the conference
without being included in this volume.

ITASEC26 has been the result of the contributions provided by many people. Special thanks go to the
ITASEC26 General Chairs, Alessandro Armando, and Giorgio Giacinto, and to the Chair of the Steering
Committee, Rocco De Nicola.
