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Abstract

Extracting event knowledge from unstructured text is a well-known challenge in natural language
processing (NLP) and is particularly difficult when dealing with fiction. Subtext, instead of explicit
information, and figurative style in fictional narratives complicate event extraction. Recent advances
in Large Language Models (LLMs) have improved performance in various NLP tasks. However, their
effectiveness in extracting events from fiction remains underexplored. In this talk, I present an evaluation
of different techniques to extract narrative information from fiction, including the prompting of open-
weights LLMs and the semantic parsing via Abstract Meaning Representation (AMR). This work has
been done in the context of the GOLEM project (“Graphs and Ontologies for Literary Evolution Models”).
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
